When the power goes out while •	
cooking, turn off the burners and/or 
oven immediately.
If you are using electric space heaters, •	
check all rooms to ensure heaters are 
turned completely off.
Also turn off lights, TV’s, computers, •	
and other electrical items.

If possible, avoid using lighted •	
candles.
If you must use candles, ensure that •	
they are placed in sturdy holders.
Keep candles away from children and •	
pets.
Be sure to extinguish candles after •	
each use.
Never leave burning candles •	
unattended.

When a power outage occurs turn off 
electric items so when power is restored 
a power surge will not create a fire 
hazard.
